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KEEP SAFE ON THE FARM


Every year there are a small number of infections of Ecoli 


associated with visits to farms including ours. 


You or your children are at risk of getting ill if you do not 


follow the advice given below.











Wash, dry and gel your hands frequently during the course of your farm visit.





Children must be supervised at all times when washing their hands.





Wash, dry and gel your hands before using the playground equipment.





Wash, dry and gel your hands after touching footwear.





Sanitising gels are not a substitute for thorough hand washing





Do not suck your fingers or touch your mouth during the course of your farm visit, this includes small toys, comfort blankets, etc.





Dummies which touch the floor should not be re-used.





Do not eat food or drink whilst in the farm and playground areas.





Pregnant ladies must not have contact with the sheep and lambs.





Every year several million people visit farms. Please remember the chances of ill health following a farm visit are very small.





If you or your child suffers from bloody diarrhoea within 2 weeks of a visit to a farm you should contact your doctor or NHS direct on 0845 4647.
